IL PROGETTO

Il progetto SENSIlibri & nato dalla collabo-
razione di Museo Tolomeo Istituto dei Ciechi
Francesco Cavazza ONLUS e ReMida Bolo-
gna_Terre d’Acqua e la partecipazione del
Museo del Botroidi, in occasione di Artefiera
2017, dal 26 gennaio al 4 febbraio 2017.
Il numero dei visitatori (circa 2300 tra citta-
dini, scuole, operatori culturali, cooperative
che gestiscono servizi per disabili e gior-
nalisti) e di richieste di accesso, terminato
il periodo di Artefiera, hanno permesso di
creare un Atelier permanente.

Il progetto propone un’esperienza sineste-
tica all’interno di un ambiente costruito in-
torno al libro come luogo di incontro per le
persone vedenti e non vedenti da 0 a 99
anni.

Puo essere semplicemente vissuta come una
mostra oppure sperimentata attraverso la-
boratori.

Il mondo dell’editoria per I'infanzia da anni
ha uno sguardo attento alla creazione di li-
bri tattili ideati per i bambini con diversa
abilita visiva, ma che in realtd sono libri per
tutti. Raffinati libri d’artista, solitamente re-
alizzati a mano che si lasciano leggere at-
traverso le mani.

All'interno del Museo Tolomeo, dell’lstituto
dei Ciechi Francesco Cavazza Onlus, sono
infine esposti diversi volumi che reinterpre-
tano il tema del libro come luogo di incontro
e di conoscenza: le guide audiotattili del-
la citta di Bologna, il Rivellino del Castello
Sforzesco di Milano, i volumi sulla cura degli
animali domestici e sulla cura degli orti ur-
bani.

Il percorso prevede:

- una visita all'interno del Museo Tolomeo,
tra diversi oggetti, tecnologici e non, che
hanno attraversato la storia dell’lstituto dei
Ciechi Francesco Cavazza Onlus;

- un’ interazione con l'allestimento dell’A-
telier SENSIlibri e la creazione del proprio
libro materico da portare in classe per con-
tinuare a condividere la lettura con i propri
compagni.

Costi: 2 euro a bambino
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The SENSIlibri project was born out of the
collaboration between the Tolomeo museum,
Francesco Cavazza Institute for the blind non-
profit organization and the NGO ReMida Bo-
logna_Terre d’Acqua, with the participation
of the Botroidi museum during the Arte Fiera
2017 art exhibition, from January 26 to 4 Fe-
bruary 2017. The number of visitors (about
2300 between schools, cultural workers, so-
cial services for the disabled, journalists, and
others), and requests for access to the wor-
kshop over the Arte Fiera period have allo-
wed us to create a permanent Atelier.

The project proposes a synesthetic experience
within an environment built around the book
as a meeting place for visually impaired and
sighted people aged 0 to 99.

It may simply be seen as an exhibition, or it
may be experienced through workshops.
Publishing for children has recently focused
on the creation of tactile books designed for
children with different visual skills, but as a
matter of fact they are books for everyone.
Inside the Museo Tolomeo, located in the Ca-
vazza Institute for the Blind, visitors may find
several volumes that reinterpret the theme of
the book as a meeting and acknowledgement
place. These books include the audio-tactile
guides of Bologna, the book and tactile map
of the Ravelins of the Sforza Castle in Milan,
and publications about pet care and urban
gardens.

We thus present a program of events di-
rected to national and international delega-
tions interested in living experiences related
to culture, environmental sustainability, and
social inclusion, structured as follows:

- Visit to the ReMida Bologna_Terre d’Acqua
center (2 hours), including a presentation of
the ReMida project, a visit inside the Waste
Material Emporium and the three Ateliers_Re-
search Rooms (Room of Light, Building Room,
Creativity Lab), and a workshop to experi-
ment the playful and educational nature of
company waste materials;

- Visit to the Museo Tolomeo, among the dif-
ferent objects, technological or otherwise,
which have made the history of the France-
sco Cavazza Institute for the blind non-profit
organization; An interaction with the setup
of the SENSIlibri Atelier and the design and
creation of individual tactile books. (4 hours
total)

- Visit to the Museo dei Botroidi by Luigi Fan-
tini (2 hours), including a tour of the medieval
village of Tazzola —with its well-preserved
environmental and historical identity — to di-
scover the Botrodi, sandstone with manlike
traits present in the museum, and other spe-
cial natural and geological traits of the Zena
valley. The afternoon will be sweetened by a
handmade and organic local product snack.
Visitors who would like to spend the night in
Bologna may take advantage of the Istituto
Cavazza guesthouse, located in the historical
center of Bologna.
